City Administrator, Connie Meier, reminded council that the budget workshops are set for January, the bumps 

have been removed on West Main Street, curb and gutter is in on Walter Street and they plan on laying the 

pavers soon, the Care Center and Novak’s hope to close on Lot 51 on January 20th, and reported that there was 

not much participation in Holiday Jubilee this year.
