REZONING PROCEDURES

1.  Property owner submits application in writing showing the owner’s name, address and phone number.  Project information to be included with the application shall include:


a.
Present zoning classification


b.
Requested zoning classification


c.
Legal description of the land and local address of the property


d.
Names and Addresses of property owners within 300 feet


e.
Statement as to why the current zoning classification is no longer valid


f.
Current and proposed use of land


f.
Plat or Site Plan (see 165.18 A. 6. of City’s Zoning Ordinance)


g.
Rezoning fee - $50.00 - payable to the City of Lisbon

2.  Application is forwarded to City Council for their review.  City Council, by motion, refers the request to Plan and Zoning Commission requesting them to make recommendation.

3.  Plan and Zoning Commission reviews the request and forwards their recommendation to City Council.

4.  Property owners within 300 feet shall be notified by regular mail of the request (Notice for Newspaper along with property owner’s application shall suffice as notification)

5.  Public Notice is published notifying Public of Date and Time City Council will hold Public Hearing.  This Notice shall be published at least four (4) and not more than twenty (20) days before the Public Hearing.

6.  City Council reviews request, recommendation and other information and proceeds with first reading of Ordinance to change the official zoning map or makes motion to deny the request.  Three readings are required and are done at three separate meetings.  Council does have the right to waive the second and/or third reading if they so desire, but that requires four out of five members voting to do so.

7.  Ordinance is signed by Mayor and City Clerk and recorded with Linn County Recorder.  The zoning becomes official upon publication.
