Chapter 150 Building Numbering

150.02 Owner Requirements
Every owner shall comply with the following numbering requirements:
Display Building Number. The owner shall place or cause to
be installed and maintained on the principal building the assigned
number in a conspicuous place to the street in figures not less than three
(3) inches in height and of a contrasting color with their background.
Failure to Comply. If an owner refuses to number a building
as herein provided, or fails to do so for a period of twenty (20) days
after being notified in writing by the City to do so, the City may proceed
to place the assigned number on the principal building and assess the
costs against the property for collection in the same manner as a
property tax.

Preventing Frozen Pipes

Before the onset of cold weather, prevent freezing of these water

supply lines and pipes by following these recommendations:

e Check around the home for areas where water supply lines are
located in unheated areas. Both hot and cold water pipes should
be insulated.

o Keep garage doors closed if there are water supply lines in the
garage.

e Open kitchen/bathroom cabinets to allow warmer air to circulate.

e Ifyou will be going away during cold weather, leave the heat on
in your home, set to a temperature no lower than 55° F.

To Thaw Frozen Pipes

e Ifyou turn on a faucet and only a trickle comes out, suspect a
frozen pipe.

e Apply heat to the section of pipe.

o Apply heat until full water pressure is restored. If you are unable
to locate the frozen area, if the frozen area is not accessible, or if
you can’t thaw the pipe, call a licensed plumber.

e Check all other faucets in your home, if one pipe freezes, others
may freeze, too.

Lisbon Snow Removal 7

Street/Sidewalk Clearing Order- Streets and sidewalks will be
cleared in the following sequence:
A) Fire Station

B) Main Street and all snow routes
C) Bike trail-South St. to school, short sidewalk on S. Washington
D) Downtown sidewalks (SE Linn 1%, Library 2™, History Center 3"
E) City Hall sidewalk and parking lot

F) Fairway Drive

G) All other streets/trails - make sure all streets are back to curb

Sidewalks - Residents must remove snow and ice on sidewalks with-
in twenty-four (24) hours after a measurable snowfall. In the case of ice
where removal is not possible, sand or other covering must be placed.

Snow or ice not removed in a timely manner will be removed by city
employees and the property owner will be billed for all expenses.

Dumping of Snow - Snow or ice thrown, pushed or placed into the
traveled portion of a street or alley so as to obstruct gutters or impede
the passage of vehicles upon the street or alley or to create a hazardous
condition, is unlawful and will be removed at the property owner’s ex-
pense.

Bike/Pedestrian Path - The Bike/Pedestrian Path is within a rural
area and will be cleared of snow and ice as time permits and after other
streets are cleared.

Fire Hydrants - It is very important that the Fire Department has ac-
cess to the hydrants in case of emergency. If you have a hydrant near
your residence, please clear the snow away. A big thank you from the
City and the Fire Department!

Water Meter Readers - Keep access to outside water meter readers
clear of snow. If your meter is within a fenced area, please keep gate
unlocked and clear.

Emergency Snow Routes - Please remove cars from City streets
during snow removal.

Water & Sewer Lines - Who’s Responsible?

90.12 RESPONSIBILITY FOR WATER SERVICE PIPE. All
costs and expenses incident to the installation, connection,
maintenance, and repair of the water service pipe from the curb
valve to the building served shall be borne by the owner. The City
shall be responsible for all costs and expenses incidental to the
installation, connection, maintenance, and repair of the water service
pipe from the water main to the curb valve. The City will provide
the curb box and valve. All labor to install the curb box and valve
shall be borne by the owner. The owner shall indemnify the City
from any loss or damage to the curb box and valve, including but not
limited to, loss or damage that may be directly or indirectly caused
by or result from the installation, connection, maintenance, or repair
of the water service pipe from the curb valve to the building served.

90.13 FAILURE TO MAINTAIN. When any portion of the
water service pipe which is the responsibility of the property owner
becomes defective or creates a nuisance and the owner fails to
correct such nuisance, the City may do so and assess the costs
thereof to the property.

95.05 SEWER CONNECTION REQUIRED. “The owners of
any houses, buildings, or properties used for human occupancy,
employment, recreation or other purposes, situated within the City
and abutting on any street, alley or right-of-way in which there is
now located, or may in the future be located, a public sanitary or
combined sewer, are hereby required to install, at such owner’s
expense, suitable toilet facilities therein and a building sewer
connecting such facilities directly with the proper public sewer, and
to maintain the same all in accordance with the provisions of these
Sanitary Sewer chapters...”
